Air monitoring during non-friable removal work is not always required: eg.
External ACM removal on domestic buildings and removing non-friable ACM
from buildings that are being demolished and will not be reoccupied, provided

minimal breakage occurs

Any internal removal work where the material and surrounding infrastructure
is fixed in such as way that the ACM cannot be removed without excessive
breakage must be followed by clearance monitoring prior to re-occupation.
Where an inspector is of the opinion that control monitoring is warranted a
competent person shall be engaged to undertake the monitoring work.
